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Coalition Update: Currently the coalition is still in negotiations regarding an
appropriate COLA amount that works for both parties. The mayor attended
one of the most recent coalition gatherings and heard the concerns and
frustrations of its members. Although, the mayor did raise the cities
proposed COLA increase, it was still not an amount deemed appropriate by
the collation. The coalition is standing firm on fighting hard to get an increase
that aligns with inflation and provides more competitive wages for the
members it represents.

City Workers Rally: On September 19t from 1530-1700 a rally will be held on
the steps of City Hall advocating for our ongoing negotiations. The hope is
that this rally will bring attention to our cause and show the city that the
coalition is united and will not be dismissed.
